In case you may not have noticed, we have a new scale for weighing brush and construction debris. In order to protect the scale from damage, users must follow some rules. You must enter and exit the scale very slowly. Also, do not stop or start abruptly. Following these rules will increase the longevity of the scale.

We are having some issues with the collection of paint products. Paint cans must have the original labels, covers must be tight, cans must not leak. Do not leave any auto or marine paints, aerosol paints, thinners, mineral spirits, or solvents. There are some other items that we cannot take. Please see one of us for the pamphlet that gives you all the do's and don'ts of the program.

Some reminders:

Hardcover books can be put in mixed paper without removing the binding.

Please do not leave electronics such as TVs, monitors, CPUs, laptops, etc. on the exchange area. These items have a recycling feed and need to be shipped for proper disposal.

Note: In the near future we will be having some days to check for Nobleboro-Jefferson Transfer stickers. If you don't have a sticker at this time, we will ask for some proof of residency of the five towns.
