We still have people parking in front of our two compactor lanes. Walk-in parking is in front of our office. If there is no lane available when you get to our stop signs, please wait until the next lane becomes available.

Once again, don't forget about our walk-in lane, which is protected by a wooden fence. It is there to provide you a safe route to the compactors.

Reminder: empty aerosol cans and small propane tanks can go in our tin barrels. You can also put aluminum material in the tin barrels.

Please don't put printers, monitors, TVs, or towers on the deck for reuse. These items should go in front of our steel building. These items have a recycling fee. Also, any appliance with freon or any other cooling agent has a $10 recycling fee and goes in front of our steel building.
