Tuesdays and Saturdays are our busiest days. You may experience some wait time to throw out trash or get questions answered. Please be patient as we are trying to make your visit as quick and smooth as possible.

Please don't leave anything down back except leaves, grass, or brush. Freon units must be left in front of our steel building and a recycling fee must be paid. Other appliances go in our metal open-top. Demolition material does not go down back.

Sorry to repeat myself, but please don't take our tools. We are still losing tools and, of course, there's a replacement cost. We would like to keep our exchange area open, but we can't keep losing tools.
