I was reading an article online regarding recycling. It was talking about those who don't recycle but really would like to give it a try. The article made it clear that it may be better to start by recycling just two or three types of materials to develop a system and get comfortable with it. Too many people start recycling by trying to do everything at once, then get discouraged and stop altogether.

Pick out recycling that is manageable for you, then try to increase the number of materials. Huge amounts of cardboard, paper, glass, cans, etc. still end up in the compactors. Hope you can help us reduce this amount.

Two reminders: Styrofoam and plastic bags do not go into any of our recycling cans. These go in regular trash, or clean plastic bags at local supermarkets.

Most plastics have a number in the triangle on the bottom of the container. These numbers will direct you to the correct recycling container.

Please do not leave trash or recycling at our front gate. Animals get into the trash and make a real mess. Our operating hours are from 8 a.m. to 3:50 p.m., Tuesday through Saturday. Help us out. We are trying to keep a clean facility.
