To all of you who use our scale:

We have already had a few frosty mornings. Be aware, our new scale is a steel scale and can be slippery in winter conditions. Use caution when entering the scale and when you stop and start again. Follow these rules and you should not have any problems.

As I have mentioned before, recycling is not always easy but it is important. This is about the only way we have to reduce the tonnage we send for disposal. Remember, trying to recycle some materials is better than not recycling at all. We already have very good participation, but we can use more. Think about how you might be able to start participating or maybe increasing what you already do.

Please, please, don't leave hazardous materials anywhere on transfer station grounds. These create a real problem for us. Some examples of products we can't take: gas, antifreeze, turpentine, solvents, acids. These materials may be disposed of when we hold another hazardous waste day.

Transfer station stickers are our only way to make sure we are receiving trash from just our five towns. If you choose not to display your stickers, you may be asked to prove you have one. Please don't be offended if you are asked. It is to protect our station from trash from other towns.
