Our Paint Care Program is now available to our customers. This program gives you a place to drop off many of your unwanted paint products. There are still some products we cannot take. Some examples would be paint thinners, mineral spirits, solvents, spray paint, and auto and marine paint. Please check with us and we will guide you through the process.

Paint Care Inc. is a nonprofit 501(c)(3) organization established by the American Coatings Association to implement state-mandated paint stewardship programs on behalf of paint manufacturers in each state that adopts a paint stewardship law. Maine was the seventh state to pass a paint stewardship law. The program started in Maine on Oct. 1, 2015.

Reminders: Styrofoam and plastic bags do not go into any of our recycling containers. They should go into regular trash or you can recycle the bags at the grocery store.

Please do not drop off containers of hazardous waste such as gasoline and antifreeze.
