Some info on our tin recycling barrels:

Although the sign on our barrels may read tin, you may also put other items in these barrels. Aluminum products are also OK, as are empty aerosol cans. It is also very helpful if the open containers are rinsed out, especially in the summer. Residue on cans is a real attraction for flies. Small, empty propane tanks may also be put in the tin barrels.

We have a walk-in lane for the compactor next to the office. This provides our customers with a barrier to protect you from vehicle traffic. Many people continue to ignore the walk-in lane and use the area designated for vehicles. For your safety, please use our walk-in lane.

Not all cardboard is corrugated cardboard, which means it all doesn't go into the corrugated container. Corrugated cardboard is made of three layers. The two outer layers have a smooth surface and the center is wavy (corrugated). If cardboard is not corrugated, it should go in the mixed-paper container.
