Did you know?

Recycling old aluminum uses only 5 percent of the energy used to make new aluminum.

Each ton of mixed paper that is recycled can save the energy equivalent of 185 gallons of gas.

Bottles and jars made from glass are 100 percent recyclable and can be recycled endlessly without loss of quality.
