I will be shooting for a date sometime in late summer. More information will be provided as we get closer to the date.

The average cost for proper disposal of most materials will be around $7 per gallon. Seems like a good deal if these materials have been lying around your houses, garages, barns, etc. Please, please don't dispose of any hazardous waste down your drain or in the ground. We certainly do not want these materials in our groundwater.
