Looks like lots of people have begun planting their flowers and vegetables. I'm sure there will be a few more cold nights, but most likely no freeze on the Midcoast. By the way, if you are bringing in plastic flower pots for disposal, most of them will need to go in the trash.

For those of you who bring in brush, we charge 3 cents per pound for disposal. If you have a small quantity, we can sometimes estimate the cost, saving you a trip over the scale. Our brush pile is down back on the right. Please do not put any brush on the pile if there's caution tape in front of it. We also have a separate pile for leaves and grass on the left side. If you bring your leaves or grass in plastic bags, empty the bags and reuse them or throw them in the trash.

Some of you have been asking for the bags of compost we get from Lincoln County Recycling. The demand for the compost has been so high we will only be receiving a few bags this week. Hopefully we will be getting more soon.

Please don't put TVs, printers, laptops, towers, etc. in our swap area. Also, do not leave any items that contain Freon or other refrigerants. All these items have a recycling fee. Enjoy the week. See you at the station.
