On Thursday we had our household hazardous waste drop-off day. It was great to see the large amounts of hazardous materials brought in for proper disposal. The materials were picked up by Environmental Projects Inc. on Friday. I hope we can make this an annual event. If you missed out on Thursday, hold on to your materials. Next year I would like to have the event in late spring. As you might expect, most of our customers who brought household hazardous waste to the station were really pleased to get rid of that stuff. 

Please don't bring in any of these materials except on a hazardous waste day. We have rules to follow regarding household hazardous waste. Unfortunately we continue to have people dropping off gas, antifreeze, pesticides, etc. Please, please do not bring these materials to the station. Thank you.

Some reminders:

1. We do take some paint products on a regular basis. Ask us for a pamphlet that will explain the rules of the program. 

2. We do take small amounts of waste oil. However, we cannot take that oil if it's mixed with other fluids, like gas or antifreeze.

3. Please stop at the stop signs and don't drive over 5 mph in our parking area. We've had some close calls this summer. We want all our customers to be safe.

4. Kids are back to school. Please be careful in school zones and when you see a bus.
