If you came in to see us on Saturday, you may still be hunting for your hat. That wind was crazy. We will be cleaning up from that day for a while. As I've mentioned before, on those very windy days we usually open just one side of our recycling containers. Please don't open the other doors when it's windy.

As expected, January was one of the slowest months for traffic at the station. Although we do have fewer customers, it is still important that you follow the rules for moving around the station. Stopping at the stop signs and keeping your vehicle speed at or below 5 mph is a must.

We continue to find non-recyclable materials in our recycling containers. Please try to place only recyclable materials in these containers. Remember, we do not recycle Styrofoam, plastic bags, or any other plastic film products. Empty your plastic bags and throw them in the trash. Also, we only recycle #2 plastic containers and rigid plastic.

If you are bringing in materials that go into our demolition containers, you must pay to dispose of these materials. You will need to go over the scale for most loads, but sometimes we can estimate for a small amount of material. Please try to put your materials in the container that is closest to being full.

Some items, like mattresses, box springs, chairs, couches, etc., have a set fee. Please stop at the office to pay for these items. We do have a materials price list that will explain these costs. Stop by if you need one. Have a great week.
