If you like heat and humidity, then you're in the right place. Looks like summer is finally here. Enjoy midsummer in Midcoast Maine.

At the station, our summer experience includes more cars, trucks, people, and trash. Many of our visitors do not always immediately understand the flow of traffic at the station. Please be patient or maybe even helpful to them as they try to work their way around the station. Nasty looks or yelling really doesn't accomplish anything.

When you are recycling, please try to put your recyclables in the proper containers. All containers are clearly marked, but if you still have questions, please ask one of our employees. Plastics are still the biggest problem. We only take #2 and rigid plastics, but we still find other numbered plastics in our containers. These other plastics must go in the trash.

Disposing of demolition materials or brush requires you to weigh that material over our scale. We charge 9 cents per pound for demo materials and 3 cents per pound for brush. We only take cash or check for payment. If you have a very small amount of material, we can sometimes estimate your cost.
