Reminders:

We are noticing an increase in people running the stop signs at the entrance to the parking area. Stopping at the signs gives you a chance to survey what's going on with other traffic and then proceed safely.

We do take most old paint, but the cans must have their original labels and must not be leaking. We do not take any paint solvents. We have pamphlets at the office that explain the program.
