At this time of year we get large amounts of material from cleanup of yards, lawns, and gardens. Loads of brush must go over the scale at a cost of 3 cents per pound. Leaves, grass, twigs, etc. can be put in our mulch pile at no cost. The mulch pile we are currently using is down back on the left, just beyond the refrigerators. Our brush pile is on the right side.
