Most of you probably know by now we take small amounts of waste oil. This oil is put in barrels and sent to Lincoln County Recycling to be used in their waste oil furnaces. It is very important that your containers really have only waste oil in them. Please don't bring in containers that may be contaminated with other liquids, such as gas, antifreeze, paint solvents, etc. These materials may do damage when burned in the furnaces. If you don't know what you have in a container, consider it hazardous and bring that material to our next hazardous waste day.

Although it is only September, as we start to notice the weather change, I start to think about severe cold, snow, ice, sleet, freezing rain, and rain. Sorry about that look ahead, but at the station we need to prepare for all that stuff. Sometimes these preparations may interfere with traffic flow or use of compactors. Please be patient if you experience any inconvenience. We will always try to limit the effect on our customers.
