Recycling is not always easy for families to do. It takes time, space, and patience to complete the process. If you have children or grandchildren, maybe they will take charge of the recycling. They may just have fun with it and feel good knowing they are saving money, energy, and natural resources.

Recently we have had issues with our plastics being recycled improperly. Recycling plastics is all about locating the number that appears in a triangle on the bottom of plastic containers. We have separate containers for #2 plastics. One is for solid colors, which include white, and one is for neutral or clear. All other numbers go into our containers marked 1-3, 4, 5, 6, 7 (mixed plastics). The exception is a numbered or unnumbered plastic that has a rigid quality. We have a special container for rigid plastics. Examples of rigid plastics are plastic playground equipment, old plastic trash barrels, plastic totes, and plastic milk crates.
