Transfer station stickers are available at the town office and at our station. We do ask for some proof of residency in one of our five towns.

We get a lot of questions about materials that require a disposal fee. An updated sheet on all these fees is available at our office. Presently there is no cost for disposal of metal. Demolition debris is 9 cents per pound. Brush continues to be 2 cents per pound.

Although some plastic bags will have a number on them, they do not go into our recycling containers. Any plastic bags or plastic film must go into the trash. Some stores (including Hannaford) are taking plastic bags, so you could try to recycle them at those locations.

On Saturday, May 14 from 10 a.m. to noon we are planning to have some entertainment to usher in spring. Weather permitting, The Horseshoe Crabs will be providing music for us. Imagine, music while you drop off your trash and recycling. Hope you will enjoy the experience.
