Don't forget the reduce of the three R's of waste reduction. Here are some practical ways to reduce the waste we produce.

Choose products that are returnable, reusable, or refillable over single-use items.

Bring reusable bags and containers for shopping, traveling, or packing lunches or leftovers.

Buy products in bulk. Large, economy-size products or products in concentrated form use less packaging and usually have a lower unit price.

Use cloth napkins instead of paper napkins. Use a dish cloth instead of paper towels.

Do not purchase Styrofoam if you can help it. For example, when you buy eggs, choose to buy the cardboard cartons rather than the Styrofoam.

In case you didn't already know, wood and metal do not go into the trash compactors. We have an open-top container for metal and two open-top containers for wood and other demolition debris.

Remember, we are participating in an organics program. Organics make up about 25-30 percent of what goes into our compactors. Keeping organics out of the waste stream saves tax dollars.

Did you know?

The average household throws away 13,000 separate pieces of paper each year. Most is packaging and junk mail.

Glass takes 1 million years to break down in a landfill. Makes sense to recycle it.
