Something to think about

Presently our towns pay about $1,000 per load to transport and dispose of a container of trash (11-13 tons). Each day we know a lot of recyclable material goes into our regular trash. You can help reduce costs by recycling as much material as possible. Note: after 2017, the cost to dispose of trash will increase substantially. 

Did you know?

Only 27 percent of the newspapers produced in America are recycled. Could we do more?

There is no limit to the number of times aluminum cans are able to be recycled.

The Environmental Protection Agency estimates that 75 percent of the American waste stream is recyclable but we only recycle about 30 percent of it.
