As it gets closer to the busy season along the Midcoast, we also experience a larger volume of traffic at the transfer station. Please help us keep the station safe by obeying the signs we have posted. Remember, pedestrians have the right of way. Also, don't forget to use our walk-in lane, as it provides you protection from vehicle traffic.

Please do not park in front of our two compactor lanes when disposing of trash. We have walk-in lanes for that purpose. Stopping in front of these lanes to our compactors creates a traffic jam for other customers.

If you have any questions about where materials should go for disposal or to be recycled, please ask one of us for help so we can be sure these materials end up in the proper container.

Reminder: we do not take credit cards for payment, cash or check only.
