The Nobleboro-Jefferson Transfer Station takes in a ton of household waste and construction debris every week. We ship it out to a landfill in Norridgewock. Sending this waste to a landfill is both heartbreaking and necessary at this time. We can only scrape open the planet's surface and pile trash into it for so long. 

Although other long-term answers are being worked on, our selectmen and previous management here at the station have had the vision and foresight to enter into an extended contract that will protect the financial well-being of our towns for the next seven years while providing us a secure and stable source for sending out our waste. This landfill is operated by a company called Waste Management.
